4. Nearby hospitals are ready to deal with medical emergencies, with the 111 number available to deal with
any situation that may arise.

Currency Regulations

The local currency is the Angolan Kwanza (AOA, Kz). Foreign currency exchange rates are approximately:

e 1USD =940 AOA, Kz
e 1EUR =1050 AOA, Kz

Kindly note that fluctuations in the exchange rate may occur.

Climate

The average temperature in Luanda in July ranges from 17°C to 24°C. July is part of the dry season in
Luanda, with cooler temperatures due to the coastal location along the Atlantic Ocean. The weather is
typically mild and pleasant, with lower humidity compared to other months.

Local time

Time in Angola is GMT+ 1.

Business and shopping Hours

e Banks are open from 8:00 am to 03:00 pm.
e Most businesses and shops are open from 8:00 am to 10:00 pm

Credit cards are accepted in most hotels, restaurants, and shops.




Electricity Supply

Power plugs and sockets in Angola are of type C (two round pins) or type F (two round pins with a grounding clip).
The standard voltage is 220V and the standard frequency is 50 Hz. Most hotels provide adaptors upon request.
